· explains the ITP process, 
· gathers consent and appropriate documentation 

which may include assessments, diagnosis, 
Ontario Student Record information, etc.

· request any additional information from family

School Personnel gets 
consent and invite 

family, youth, principal 
teacher, SERT, Children’s 

agencies involved.

Coordinate who will 
chair meeting

Community Agency obtains consent and 
invites family, youth, children’s agencies 

involved; may also include Section 23 
classroom staff to team meeting

Prepare and maintain one 
consolidated package of 

information which is shared 
with all parties
